Uncompacted talus tread, typical in the region, is acceptable in areas with little or no
soil.

Based on the 2021 Recreational Trails Program grant issued by the Oregon
Department of Parks and Recreation, the construction budget is $130,950.

Bidders must possess an active Oregon Construction Contractors Board or
Landscape Contractors Board license at the time the bid is submitted.

Yes, prevailing wage will be required on the project.
